Tobias Tettamant, student at Saint Edward’s School: There are many Latin
American countries currently led by leaders who are following Chavism-like
ideals, such as Evo Morales. Is there any Latin American country in danger
of an economic recession; could there be a ‘“Venezuela 2.0”?

Frank Holder: Currently today, there has been a shift to the right in Latin America: after
being in office, Evo Morales has been more towards the center (not that he is a centrist:
he is far from it) and Rafael Corres in Ecuador is losing support for the upcoming elections
in 2017 . Mauricio Macri and Pablo Pedro Kuczynski both won their elections in 2016
against their left-wing counterparts. Latin America has moved from the left to the right,
so there is no real country, excluding possibly Ecuador, in danger of any Chavism-like
